While the CCA is not normally in the travel business they had done as
much as possible to alleviate the stress of the athletes so they could focus on the task at hand.
She commented that the Olympics are very different and not just a glorified Worlds.

Pat then walked everyone through the process from the staging in Calgary to the trip and on to
the games themselves. She commented on the attitudes and play of both teams noting that Mike
played ill through a number of the later games, not just the final but that silver is a great
accomplishment.

Pat also commented that it was good for the sport that 5 countries were represented in the 6
medals that were given out. She closed her remarks by stating that our teams met all the
challenges asked of them and that she was very proud of their efforts.

At this time the Chair called upon Katherine Johnston to say a few words. Katherine thanked
everyone for their support of her election to the CCA Board of Directors and indicated that she is
looking forward to her term of office. She advised that she had been given the challenges of
Marketing and of International for the next year and that she was excited about both portfolios.

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REPORT OF THE COMPETITIONS COMMITTEE
FOR THE YEAR 1998-1999

The 1998-1999 curling season has been completed and once again, it has been a great
year for the Ontario Curling Association. All of the OCA teams that competed at the
national level did extremely well and were led by the John Morris rink from the Ottawa
Curling Club who became the first team to win consecutive Canadian and World Junior
titles. The level of play at all of our provincial championships was of the highest quality and
all of our competitors are to be congratulated.

It is one thing to have good curlers, but they require great ice to perform. For this our
thanks go to the Colio Ice Team, Shorty Jenkins, Dave Merklinger, Gord Carroll and Joe
Hahn. If the large number of people that attended the spring Symposiums looking for
advice is any indication, our member clubs are anxious to provide that great ice for both
competitors and club curlers. Once again, Ontario leads the way in ice conditions.

The area of competitions is of great concern. The accompanying charts indicate that, at a

time when our sport is growing rapidly with the help of the great television exposure, our
own numbers continue to decline.

A summary of actual entries is attached to this report along with a list of champions for this
season.

Competition dates were changed to attempt to solve some of our problems with certain
events. As a result, we showed a marked improvement in the Labatt Senior Mixed and
Dominion Regalia Silver Tankard. On the other hand, two of our premier events, the Nokia
Cup and the Tim Hortons Colts continue their five-year downward slide. As the chart above
indicates, many of our events were down this year but these two cause the most concern.
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In an effort to solve this problem, the Ontario Curling Association has gone to an outside
source for help. The Schulich School of Business at York University was contacted and
they have agreed to do a Strategy Study of our organization. This will be done by a team of
8 students and will take approximately six to eight months to complete. Preliminary
meetings have already taken place and we are looking for a final report and presentation
sometime near the end of the year.

I feel strongly that we must impress upon our Club Representatives to get the message out
about what competitions are available to their club curlers. We cannot continue to place
the fixture card and sign-up sheets on a bulletin board and wait for them to fill up. Perhaps
we can suggest to our Club representatives at the fall zone meeting that they should meet
with the respective section heads at their club and spend a bit of time outlining what
competitions are available to that section.

This past season, we changed the OCA Black Manual in the area of communication. This
was done to eliminate problems between the office, curlers and the host clubs. In most
areas we showed a marked improvement but it still requires vigilance.

In closing, | would like to thank John McCrae, Cec Wintonyk, Terri Collicott and Dave
Hutchison for their support during the past year.

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REPORT OF THE PROMOTION & DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE
FOR THE YEAR 1998-1999

The main focus for the Promotion and Development Committee for the past year
was “More than Competitions” and assuring our clubs that it is beneficial to be an
OCA member. At the fall zone meetings, a Presidents’ meeting was held where the
president of each club was invited to attend and find out what the OCA is all about.
Members of the OCA Management Committee acted as facilitators for the meeting
and stressed the need for the OCA Club Representative to sit on the Board of
Directors of the club. These meetings were well attended and by all accounts the
information was well received.

A summary of major programs sponsored by the Committee is as follows:

>

OCA Ice Team — Chair Shorty Jenkins and his team of dedicated Ice
Technicians, Gord Carroll, Joe Hahn and Dave Merklinger continued to be in
great demand across the OCA jurisdiction, answering and attending to the
needs of the club Ice Technicians. Our Ice Team is well known worldwide
and will continue to be leaders around the globe with their knowledge. A
report is attached.

Spring Symposiums — These Symposiums, which have been held for a few
years now, continue to be very well attended with new areas of discussion
taking place annually. Recently the OCA welcomed two new sponsors on
board, Colio Estate Wines and Pepsi and both companies were key
contributors to the Symposiums this year.

Toronto Raptors — Due to the NBA lockout earlier in the year, this program
was put on hold but indications are positive that a joint Saturday promotion
will be held in the new Air Canada Centre next season.

International Plowing Match — Last fall the OCA had a display booth at the
International Plowing Match, which was held near Kingston. Local area
curling clubs provided members to assist OCA staff and volunteers in
handing out newly designed brochures and flyers along with entry forms for a
draw for Nokia Cup tickets and accommodations. Feedback from visitors to
the booth was excellent and as a result, the 1999 IPM near Dashwood will
also be attended by the OCA. Other trade shows, such as the Golf Show and
the Sportsman’s Show are being considered for the future.

Nokia Cup on Television — The OCA was very fortunate in the past year to
have the final 3 games of the Nokia Cup from Brantford televised live or on a
delayed basis by Rogers Cable to all interested outlets in Ontario. Feedback
from the sponsor, Nokia, and curling spectators was very positive
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and negotiations are underway to improve the telecast and use a larger
broadcast outlet.

> Smart Serve — The Smart Serve program remains an integral part of our
services and the number of clubs participating increased once again.

> Display Units — The display units continue to be updated and are available,
along with related information to our member clubs on an loan only basis.

In addition $1500 was turned over to Copper Cliff as seed money for an elementary school bonspiel
that will be held there in early January 2000. We hope that this will become an annual event that will provide
competition for teams that will be going to the Teranet Provincial Elementary School Curling Championship
later that year.

I have also enclosed for your information and consideration, a letter from Mr. David Carnes, one of
our sponsors.

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REPORT OF THE FINANCE COMMITTEE
FOR THE YEAR 1998-1999

I am pleased to submit the audited financial statements for the year ended May 31, 1999.
Our Association has exceeded its budget forecast for the year and has maintained the
targeted accumulated surplus of at least $100,000. Significant variances from last year's
results are summarized as follows:

. Sponsorship revenue was augmented by $16,000 with the net addition of two new
SpONSOrs.
. Competition fees were down $8,000 because there were two provincial Mixed finals

in 1998, however expenses rose in 1999 because of increased accommodations
($8,000) and clothing ($6,000 re Nokia shirts).

. Provincial grant money was received to help fund various development and
promotion activities carried out by the OCA.

. Meeting and committee expenses increased this year due to the new Presidents’
meetings at the Fall Zone Meetings, amalgamation meetings and the fall Plowing
Match promotion.

1 Purpose of the organization
The Ontario Curling Association (OCA) is a provincial organization operating programs and providing support
to curlers to promote the sport of curling in the Province of Ontario.

2 Summary of significant accounting policies
Financial statement presentation
These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the accounting standards for not-for-profit
organizations published by The Canadian Institute of Chartered Accountants, using the restricted fund method
of reporting restricted contributions.

The financial statements include the following funds:

Operating fund — accounts for the association’s program delivery, support services and administrative
activities, and includes the cumulative, unrestricted net excess of operating revenue over expenditure.

Invested in capital assets — includes funds which have been used for the purpose of purchasing capital
assets, net of accumulated amortization and financing costs.

. Special event fund - includes a specific donation designated for a particular purpose by the donor.

Use of estimates

The financial statements have been prepared from the records of the association, on the basis of established
accounting methods and the judgements used by the association in accordance with generally accepted
accounting principles. Actual results could differ from estimates made by management.

Revenue and expense recognition

All revenues and expenses are recognized on an accrual basis.

Capital assets

Capital assets are recorded at cost. Amortization is calculated using the straight-line method over a three-year
period except for the costs of leasehold improvements, which are amortized over the term of the lease.

Deferred revenue

Revenue of the operating fund is deferred when it is intended to fund expenditures in future periods.

Fair value of financial instruments

The fair value of financial instruments is determined by reference to various market data and other valuation
techniques, as appropriate. The fair value of financial instruments approximates their recorded values, except as
disclosed elsewhere in the financial statements.

Contributed services

The association is dependent on the ongoing support of volunteers. Given the difficulty of determining their fair
value, contributed services are not recognized in the financial statements.

7 Special event fund

A donation of $100,000 was received in a prior year from the family of Joe Todd Sr. These funds are to be used
for special events as approved by the executive committee and have been set aside in a special event surplus
fund.

8 Operating lease commitments

9 Uncertainty due to the Year 2000 Issue

The Year 2000 Issue arises because many computerized systems use two digits rather than four to identify a
year. Date-sensitive systems may recognize the year 2000 as 1900 or some other date, resulting in errors when
information using year 2000 dates is processed. In addition, similar problems may arise in some systems which
use certain dates in 1999 to represent something other than a date. The effects of the Year 2000 Issue may be
experienced before, on or after January 1, 2000, and, if not addressed, the impact on operations and financial
reporting may range from minor errors to significant systems failure which could affect an entity’s ability to
conduct normal business operations. It is not possible to be certain that all aspects of the Year 2000 Issue
affecting the entity, including those related to the efforts of customers, suppliers, or other third parties, will be
fully resolved.

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REPORT OF THE ORGANIZATION, CONSTITUTION

AND RULES COMMITTEE
FOR THE YEAR 1998-1999

As in previous years, this committee has been charged with the responsibility of reviewing
the rulebook and making changes as suggested by our members to clarify and strengthen
various rules. We have worked closely with the Amalgamation Committee and have a
number of rule changes that they suggested in place, which will ensure consistency
between the Ontario Curling Association and the Ontario Ladies Curling Association.

OCA RULES

4. Eligibility

17. Length of Games, etc.

Remove: “the time he competes in”
Add: “he is representing”
Change to:

Except where otherwise provided, a male player shall be eligible
to play in an OCA competition whether or not it leads to a
Canadian championship, provided that he is a member of the
member club he is representing immediately prior to and at all
times during the competition.

Add:

Interpretation: A competition is considered to have started at
the club level.

A team meeting will be held thirty (30) minutes before the
posted start time of the team’s first game of the competition
and at each level of play. The levels of play are club, zone.

Each team will be given ten (10) minutes to practice before
each game.

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REPORT OF THE GORE MUTUAL SCHOOL CURLING COMMITTEE
FOR THE YEAR 1998-1999

This year's competition was a frustrating one. With the labour situation across the
province, we received fewer entries than in previous years. The entries for the boy's
competition dropped from 150 last year to a low of 112 and for the girl's from 80 in the
inaugural year to 51 entries this year. Most labour problems have been resolved but some
will continue.

Several convenors ran their events during the weekday in previous years, which helped to
find ice time and to alleviate conflicts with other activities that the students had. Some
boards are now not releasing teachers during the day and this meant that last year a couple
of sites and dates had to be changed at the last minute.

Because of decreased funding, some boards have had to delete some extra-curricular
activities. Golf and curling were two of the sports that seemed to be most affected by this
decision. As well, several areas had not resolved negotiations before the competition and
did not enter teams.

Despite all of this, the level of competition was excellent once again culminating in an
exciting provincial championship hosted by the Richmond Curling Club. The support by
the community was unbelievable, including the volunteers who worked in the kitchen, the
billets hosting teams, judges and umpires and corporate sponsors who donated food,
programs and transportation. All of this was co-ordinated by the host committee led by
Paul Raymond and John McGinn. Two special events were a bus trip to the Rideau Canal
and a presentation from a physicist from Nortel Networks, who briefly explained the physics
that causes the rock to curl. Having a team from the local community in the finals created
fantastic interest in the competition. The club was packed when the team from South
Carleton High School was playing.

Gore Mutual Insurance Company must also be recognized for their continuing sponsorship.
Barry Kennedy, particularly, has been very supportive of Schoolboy and Schoolgirl curling.
As well as their financial support of the event, they also donated several prizes for draws as
well as jackets for the winning teams.

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REPORT ON THE CURL ONTARIO ANNUAL MEETING
FOR THE YEAR 1998-1999

The Annual General Meeting of Curl Ontario took place on Sunday, June 6%, 1999 at the
Delta Meadowvale Resort & Conference Centre, Mississauga, Ontario with Ontario Curling
Association Delegates, Tom Moran and Doug Bakes in attendance.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Don Macl.eod and Fran Todd delivered the
Credentials Report. The minutes of the 1998 Annual General Meeting were approved.

Chair-Elect Fran Todd noted her attendance at the Sports Alliance of Ontario meeting in
late 1998 and her participation at the recently held Symposiums in Southern Ontario. The
1999 Teranet Bantam Mixed Provincial Championship was held at the Dixie Curling Club
with Fran as the Convener. She indicated that suggested changes regarding the Event
Hosting would be made.

John Francis, Director of Finance and Administration, presented his report for the 1998-
1999 year. Highlights included the following:

> Government assistance of $80,700 (although it was not received until late March
1999)

> An indication that funding will continue for the upcoming year

> Revenues that received a healthy contribution from the sale of Skill Awards and the
summer curling camps

> A suggestion that Curl Ontario continue to seek out potential sponsors to assist with

funding projects

The Director of Technical and Junior Development, Dick Henderson commented on the
report of the Ministry consultant, Jo-Anne Platts. He indicated that the guidelines for the
next year appear to be fairly straightforward and that if the priority areas are targeted when
the application is made, the end result will be continued funding. He commended Pat Reid
on her successful application for funding through the provincial bureaucracy. He noted
that the summer curling camps in Guelph and Thunder Bay have been hugely successful.
Little Rock programs and the Skill Awards continue to be popular across Ontario. He
commented that the north appeared to be somewhat reluctant to buy into some of Curl
Ontario’s offerings, but encouraged the associations to work together to reap maximum
benefits.

Brian Cowan, Director of Marketing and promotions, informed the group that the CCA had
taken over deliverance of the Business of Curling programs and indicated that the number
of clubs participating in Phase 1 to date has been well in excess of the projections. He
thanked Danny Lamoureux of the CCA for his presentation during the Workshop held the
day before.
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Pat Reid provided a brief report on the Canada Winter Games held in Newfoundland in early
1999 and indicated that it was a great experience for all those who attended on behalf of
Ontario. She also indicated that we could be extremely proud of the way the Ontario
representatives handled themselves. Both teams came home with a 4™ place finish and
numerous good memories.

The Co-Chairperson of the 1999 Teranet Bantam Mixed Provincial Championship, Fran
Todd, reported that the competition had been a great success and that a championship
banner and a Sportsmanship award had been added to the event this year. A Sudbury rink
won the seven-team round robin.

The only election resulted in Brian Cowan being acclaimed as the Director of marketing &

Promotions for another term of three years.

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REPORT ON THE NCC, CHARLOTTETOWN, P.E.L
FEB 22-25, 1999

Tom Moran and Fred Temple arrived on Friday February 19, 1999 and represented the
OCA at the delegates meeting on Sunday February 21, 1999. The delegates reviewed
many areas of concern with Dave Parkes, CCA General Manager in attendance. The issues
discussed at this meeting were not tabled on Monday February 22, 1999 in the discussion
session, as they were resolved at the Sunday meeting. One item of ongoing interest was
that of the infamous CCA versus Russ Howard court case. The case has now been finalized
with a cost to the CCA of $150,000.00, the St. Clair Group has contributed $50,000.00
towards the costs but with the legal fees involved the CCA can only expect to receive
another $20,000.00 towards the costs.

On Monday February 22, 1999 the meetings were called to order by Judy Veinot, President
of the CCA. After a roll call of the voting delegates, discussions commenced. President
Judy asked that a representative from each province update everyone on the status of
amalgamation in their respective association. Ontario would appear to be well ahead of the
provinces not already amalgamated. A question was asked about the status of the Hall of
Fame inventory. Don Lewis, CCA director advised that the inventory remained in storage in
Kitchener. Plans to move the inventory for display at various locations within the CCA
world were being discussed but no concrete plans were made.

A brief discussion regarding the individual provincial parties at the Brier was initiated. The
result being that the CCA was encouraging that the parties not be held at the Hearts due to
size of the venues where the competition was being held, however having them at the Brier
was no problem. The general consensus was that the parties would be at the Brier in the
year of NCC and that some provinces would continue to have them even in the year that
the NCC was not at the Birier.

A question was asked about juniors being required to wear off ice jackets at the Nationals.
Les Harrison, CCA director addressed the issue and it was recommended that the tradition
be continued.

The introduction of Candidates for the vacant male CCA board position was carried out,
followed by brief addresses by both candidates. It was agreed that the two lady candidates
would be introduced and provided an opportunity to speak on Tuesday as one of the
candidates was in fact participating in the championship.

The notices of consideration were brought forward and are as follows:

> To amalgamate the men's and women's curling management of the province of
Nova Scotia into one association - PASSED
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> To amend the provisions of the CCA's letters patent (By-law no. R-5) and authorize
application for the issuance of supplementary letters patent to confirm same. -
PASSED

> To expand the number of teams at the Canadian Seniors and the Canadian Mixed to

13 - NO SECONDER
> Responsibility for costs for joint playoffs - NO SECONDER

> Request for waiver of notice by Manitoba regarding the change of date, received a
Seconder but failed to obtain the 75% votes to make it to the floor

> The proposed budget was reviewed. A request by the CCA board to raise the
affiliation fees by 5% was defeated and removed from the proposed budget. A vote
in favour of the new budget was favourable and will be ratified at the AGM.

Each evening (Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday) Danny Lamoureux, CCA Director of
Development, held off-the-record sessions, which enabled delegates to visit and discuss
any issues they wished. The sessions proved to be very successful and likely will continue
in the future.

On Tuesday February 23, 1999 a presentation was made by Danny Lamoureux regarding
the future of the Business of Curling. A very informative session with good participation by
the delegates.

Bob Urichuck a motivational speaker followed Danny with a keynote address titled "Results
through Proactive Customer Service". The program received positive reviews.

The introduction of the female candidates for the vacant CCA female board position was
carried out, followed by brief addresses by both candidates.

John Shea made a presentation regarding the world of insurance followed by the MBNA
bank regarding affinity cards and the positive effect they would have on all curling clubs in
Canada. While the insurance program stimulated significant dialogue the MBNA program
seemed to bomb.

Curling club success stories (The Rexton Curling Club NB, Ottawa Curling Club, ON and
the Montreal Thistle Club, QUE) were delivered by their respective delegates. All were very
interesting, reinforcing the importance of the Business of Curling program.

On Wednesday February 24, 1999, Resby Coutts of Manitoba made a presentation on the
Curl Manitoba 2000 Task Force initiative. This program is much like the Business of
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Curling however is being used to review curling in Manitoba in general versus on a club by
club basis. The program is meeting with rave reviews at the moment. This task force will
report its final finding complete with recommendations to the provincial association for
consideration and action.

Gerry Peckham, CCA Director of High Performance, made a presentation regarding the
necessity of provincial/territorial Development Co-ordinators to see our game grow into the
future.

Medialinx and Sympatico made a presentation on the Internet, world-wide web and e-mail
as it would relate to the various associations and their member clubs. The premise of the
presentation was to encourage use of these vehicles to improve communication and
business practices throughout the CCA world. This presentation met with mixed reviews.

To close Wednesday, Meg Wallace, President of the Nova Scotia Curling Association
facilitated an open forum covering various issues and how the different associations
address them. President Judy Veniot referred to the session as a "love in" because
everyone seemed to be sharing thoughts and ideas in a most open manner.

On Wednesday night a reception was held for Fred Temple our CCA candidate. The event
was a success with the number of visitors out-numbering those in attendance at his
opponent’s, which was held the night before.

On Thursday February 25, 1999 the NCC wrap up session was held and the following items
were tabled for discussion.

» The Yukon/Northwest Territories tried to have a motion passed to have the 13-team
issue opened for discussion purposes only. The motion received a Seconder but did
not obtain the 75% vote to have it moved to the floor.

> The issue regarding the change of the game from 10 ends to 8 ends at the Worlds
was raised. After a review of the matter by Les Harrison, who indicated the CCA will
do whatever it can in St. John, to have the issue tabled for a year subject to further
research and investigation. The CCA suggested that each association respond to
them in writing prior to the Worlds outlining their position on the matter.

> Saskatchewan President Bernadette McIntyre requested that the CCA review the
Canadian Masters issue in respect to obtaining recognition of the event as an official
Canadian championship and attempting to obtain sponsor. The CCA will review the
matter. It was also noted that the B.C. committee would be welcoming Women
Masters teams at the event. This was also directed to the CCA for their
consideration in the future.
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At this time the voting was carried out to elect the 2 new CCA board members. The
successful candidates were Don Petlak of Alberta and Maureen Miller of the Yukon/NWT.

During the week many other meetings were held. All of the Ontario delegates and the
maijority of their spouses attended the Players meeting on Saturday morning. This meeting
was chaired by Anne Merklinger and the agenda covered creation of a players council,
update of the Women’s Curling Tour, Women's Skins Game, review of the 2002 Olympic
Trial selection process, carding opportunity, 4 rock rule, WCF 8 end issue and Athlete
Assistance Fund. The meeting was well attended and participation was good.

An amalgamation meeting was held while in Charlottetown with the President and
President-Elect of the OLCA in attendance for the first time. The meeting was excellent
and progress continues.

Two meetings were held in conjunction with the north regarding the issue of Curl Ontario
and development of the sport. The north feels that there must be changes however are not
sure how to do it at this time. The CCA would like us to come up with an action plan prior
to April 1, 1999 to present to them so that we can access development funds ($12 - 15 K)
which are available. The action plan would be created with the formation of regional high
performance centres in mind.

Many informal meetings were held at the arena (VIP lounge), hallways, restaurants and
John McCrae's hotel room. As everyone can imagine there was no agenda but believe me

it all was covered.

It was a good week and in my opinion Ontario, although not winning the election, made
much ground with some of Associations particularly western Canada.

This concludes my report.

REPORT ON THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF THE CANADIAN CURLING
ASSOCIATION HELD IN OTTAWA, JUNE 12, 1999

The meeting was called to order by President Judy Veinot at 9:05 a.m. Thirty-six voting
delegates were present as well as a number of observers. Representing the OCA were
voting delegate Phil Hodgins, John McCrae and Tom Moran.

The CCA Board and Staff have dealt with all business arising from the previous years
meeting.

In her report as President, Judy Veinot had great praise for her fellow Board members and
the CCA office staff. She welcomed the addition of Danny Lamoureux as Director of
Development. She indicated that she found her term demanding and interesting. She
reported that the new event management for the Brier was successful and that Edmonton
set a new attendance record of 243,817. A new 5-year contract has been signed with the
St. Clair Group but she did not elaborate on any details. Contracts have also been signed
with CBC and TSN.

The new President for the 1999-2000 year will be Jack Boutelier with Zivan Saper as Vice-
President. These positions are elected by the CCA Board.

Jack Boutelier then reported on the World Curling Federation meetings held in St John.
Canada, Scotland and the United States were successful in lobbying that championships
should be 10 ends and not 8 as proposed. The vote was clear — 31 for and 36 against 8
end games. Jack indicated that this would be an issue again in the future. The WCF finally
has money with which to operate. Their share of monies from the International Olympic
Committee was $3.85 million in U.S. dollars. They are using some of this money to help
foster curling in countries such as Denmark and the Czech Republic and they are also
looking for good quality curling stones. Two team sponsor crests will be allowed at the
Worlds with the St. Clair group having first option to sell to sponsors. If the St. Clair Group
is unsuccessful, the right then reverts to the team.

The budget was passed with the removal of the 5% increase in affiliation fees. The past
fiscal year had a surplus of $56,030, which exceeded budget by approximately $50,000.

The two motions that were passed at the NCC were also passed

a) To amalgamate the men's and women'’s curling management of the province of Nova
Scotia into one association.

b) To amend the provisions of the CCA Letters Patent (By-law No R-5) and authorize
application for the issuance of supplementary Letters Patent to confirm same.

The two added motions, which required 75% approval to reach the floor, were not
successful.
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a) The request by New Brunswick to have the cost for shirts paid out of the Athlete’s
Assistance Fund was not recognized by the Chair as this body has no control of the
disbursement of the funds from the Athlete’s Assistance Fund. Saskatchewan has
taken on the responsibility to draft a letter to the CCA concerning this matter on behalf
of all the associations.

b) To change the coaching level for first time coaches at the national Junior championship

from Level Il to Level I - did not receive the 75% needed.

No new rule changes were proposed as the CCA rulebook is only printed on a 2-year cycle.

Les Harrison made presentations to retiring Past President Harvey Malo and to Judy Veinot

as their 5-year terms have ended. Judy Veinot then made a special presentation of a Brier
ring to Warren Hansen in recognition of his 25™ anniversary with the CCA. Warren was on
the 1974 Brier winning team and rings were not part of the winning package at that time.

Warren gave a moving explanation of how he became involved and started working for the
CCA and indicated that he was quite touched and very surprised at this tribute.

The following new business was discussed:

1. The President of the Canadian Deaf Curling Association made an interesting and
spirited presentation. This association was formed in 1995 and its goal is to develop
competitions for senior members and a video for the deaf to promote curling in
schools. Hearing aids are not permitted in deaf curling and the players pay for all
expenses.

He announced the following host sites for the national championship:

2000 St. John

2001 Whitehorse
2002 Looking for site
2003 B.C.

2004 Ottawa

2. Canadian Open Masters Competition — B.C. will be hosting both ladies and men’s
teamns. It is suggested that the age be 60 by the end of the year prior to the year of the
competition. The CCA has agreed to recognize this competition in their publications
but was not prepared to make a financial contribution. The six provinces that
participated in 1999 will be sending ladies teams in 2000. The Maritimes are also
considering participation.

3. Affiliate Members — British Columbia asked for a waiver of notice to have Curl B.C.
recognized as an affiliate member of the CCA. It received the 75% required to have a
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vote and then was subsequently carried. A similar request for waiver was presented on
behalf of Curl Ontario and for the first time an Ontario motion received unanimous
approval. This means that Curl Ontario will receive direct correspondence from the
CCA but this does not mean that Curl B.C. or Curl Ontario will have voting privileges.

4. The CCA office will be moving November 1% to 2540 Lancaster Rd. This is a turnkey
agreement as one tenant is taking over the complete existing facility.

5. Presentation on web site development — this was, | expect, interesting for some
delegates but the timing was bad as it was one of the last items and people were ready
to leave.

The next Annual General Meeting of the CCA will be held June 10, 2000 in Ottawa. The
meeting adjourned at 1:15 p.m.

NCCP COURSES

The coaching courses, this year, were very well received with over 300 coaches attending
courses across the province.

SKILL AWARDS

There has been a positive response to the Skill Awards Program across the province. Many clubs
are now involved in the program to develop the skills of their junior curlers and to reward each

new level of achievement.

AMETHYST CAMP

Scheduled to be conducted at the Tournament Centre in Thunder Bay the last week in June 1999.
There are a maximum of 96 athletes at this new camp. The curlers are divided into groups. Four
of the groups were composed of individual athletes and the other two groupings were composed of
‘complete teams and their coaches. Each athlete received assistance with the technical, tactical,

physiological and mental toughness skills to improve their curling.

TRILLIUM CAMP

Moved to the Guelph Curling Club last August and will be there this coming August. This will be
the 7th year for the Trillium camp. The camp fills quickly to its capacity of 96 athletes. The
success of this camp is evident at the provincial championships. Athletes from almost every
participating team at the 1998 Ontario Championships have attended the camp.

BANTAM COMPETITION

This 1998-99 season will be the second year for a provincial bantam boys and girls
competition (under 16 years of age as of July 1). The event is a full provincial competition
with zone and region playdowns (double knock-out) and an eight (8) team round robin
championship. It is hoped this competition will improve the skill level of bantam age curlers
and increase their confidence and success. We have just held the zone competition with 118 boys
teams (up 6 from last year) entered and 73 girls teams entered ( up 9 from last year) -
certainly a promising beginning.

SPECIAL PROGRAMS/MATERIALS -IN PLACE

Getting Started

The binder and video has been distributed to all curling clubs. This summer Pat Reid attended
local sport summer camps and worked with about 300 children in the gymnasiums introducing
them to the basics. Local curling clubs could offer a coupon good for 1 free ice session for their
Open House week to introduce them to the little rock or junior program.



There is an Elementary School Championships held each year open to teams from the same
elementary school. It has been held for ten years and is very popular.
